We oten hear about the Veatch legacy and prog rattzat the UUA is partially funded by Unitarian idersalist Veatch Pro-
gram at Shelter Rock. The history of this Progrates! back to 1945, when the North Shore UnitariacieBy (now named the
Unitarian Universalist Congregation at Shelter RankNew York’s Nassau County was incorporated. rifvally the congrega-
tion came into a great deal of money, which has lsbared with the UUA for use in social cause®otihg our mutual reli-
gious ideals. It has been said this ongoing geitgreaved the UUA as an organization, revitaliZed Association’'s witness,
strengthened ministerial training, and has fundedhrto grow and extend Unitarian Universalism.

In 1941, long before the UUA existed, Caroline ¢habecam e the widow of a man who was a major stddkhin the North
European Oil Corporation. While Veatch was stillfg this Corporation was forced to sell its holgtirio other oil companies fo
other oil companies thus leaving him in possessf@momising royalty rights and stock. Ater Veatitted, Ms. Veatch becamg
a friend ofthe North Shore U. Society becauseeofifiterest in the society’s work insuring childtesve the beneft of a libera
religious education and through the efforts of NLS. minister Gerald Weary. Ms. Veatch and heesisegan making cash
gits for the original meeting house and as theetpgrew continued contributing ever increasimguficial gits. Eventually Ms
Veatch joined the society and re-wrote her wilassure that Unitarianism would have a*splendittire. She promised if she
was able to secure the oil royalties accumulatim@ermany she would give halfto N.S.U.S. Ms. Meatied in October, 1953
leaving all the royalty rights to the Society.

The N.S.U.S. continued showing Ms. Veatch’s andt tpenerosity and vision by funding new churched agaeded supplies fo
others. The history of the Veatch Program’s finahsupport goes on with the sound thinking and aitin of many visionary
UUs. Today the Veatch Program at Shelter Rock ircamthe UUA is approximately $20 million per yeerd a portion of thig
money is in the form of grants by the UUA made ladé to UU congregations.

Whose story is it?

The Cindy Sheehan storyis unique. This grieving mother whose 24 year old son was killed in
Iraq demands answers from a President who engaged American ammed forces under false pre-
tenses: that Iraq was a threatto the U.S., that it had weapons of mass destruction, and that it was
a base of terrorism. At first the mainstream press was enamored with this lone woman standing
alongside a hot Texas road with a tent, a lawn chair, and an umbrella to shield her from the bright
sun. Butas Cindy's cause has garnered more public support, major news outlets have followed
Fox News in attacking her as misguided, disloyal, and even traitorous.

Despite these verbal attacks, the Sheehan story is not about keeping America strong, supporting
the troops, nor is it about President Bush per se. This story is about whether the citizenry have
the right to voice concern over the direction of our society. Despite endless rhetoric about its
cause, freedom remains an idea that been all but abandoned in reality. Pundits label liberals as
lacking common sense, environmentalists as quacks, and those who question our societies ineg-
uities as communists. The message is clear: don't think for yourself and if you do, don't share
ideas that challenge the established mindset.

Americans who stand in opposition to established policies fall under a big tentstamped as dissi-
dents, traitors, and anarchists. Yet we should remember that these homegrown trouble makers
stopped slavery, protected our children from sweat shops, created the standard forty hour work
week, fought to improve the quality of our water and land, secured civil rights for all of our citi-
zens, and protested to end a war in Southeast Asia that had killed two million people.

Whether or not you agree with Cindy Sheehan, the seven UU principles support Cindy's right to
speak, especially numbers four and five: “a free and responsible search for truth and meaning”
and “the right of conscience and the use of the democratic process within our congregations and
in society at large.”

Freedom is dangerous. New ideas challenge and sometimes squash old ones. Itis unlawful for
American soldiers to openly criticize government policy. Although veterans and their families are
not under such constrains, they are castigated for challenging political rulers in a time of war.
Cindy has challenged that role with an act of civil disobedience that has proven contagious; she
has been joined by many other relatives of servicemen killed in Irag who share her refusal to be
marginalized.

How will this Cindy's storyend? | won't even venture a guess. But a better question is why more
of us don't believe in ourselves enough to openly question our society? And If we did, | am sure
we too would be criticized as misguided, a trouble maker, or even traitorous. Yet who among us
can imagine that our willful actto oppose our society today can resultin a brighter future for all
Americans?

Meadville Lombard Theological School is offering an eight-day bus tour of southern civil rights
sites March 18 through the 26, 2006. This course will give students an experiential look atsome
of the social, religious, and political dimensions of the Civil Rights Movement. A key feature of
the tour will be conversations with veterans of the Movement, with scheduled stops in Birming-
ham, Marion, Selma, Montgomery, Hayneville (in Alabama), Meridian, Philadelphia, Jackson,
Greenwood, Money, Ruleville, Oxford (in Mississippi), and Memphis, Tennessee. Additionally,
audio and video presentations will be given on the bus and there will be stops at several Unitar-
ian Universalist congregations.

The tour is designed as a credit course for theological students and can serve as continuing edu-
cation for ministers, butis also open to anyone interested in leaming more about the Civil Rights
Movement.

The instructor, the Rev. Dr. Gordon Gibson, first encountered issues of race in the South as a

Unitarian teenager. As a newly ordained Unitarian Universalist minister, he was a participantin
the 1965 Selma voting rights campaign and from 1969 through 1984 he was the Unitarian Uni-
versalistminister in Mississippi.
