RENTING THE MEETING HOUSE / FELLOWSHIP HALL
Purpose:  The University Unitarian Universalist Society (hereinafter referred to as the Society) in the May 1999 Quarterly Meeting, agreed that the purpose of renting to others is to advance the goodwill of the Society, attract new members, provide for some social benefit, or to provide a service that is beneficial to the friends and members of the Society. It is not within the guidelines of the general policy to "rent to others" purely to raise money. As a consequence, the rent charged shall be minimal.

When renting to others for the goodwill of the Society (i.e., we rent to a local homeowners association to hold an annual meeting) the fee per four hour block is as follows:

For services beneficial to the friends and members of the Society (Tai Chi for example), or to attract new members, or to provide for some social benefit, there will be a minimum charge equal to 50% of the above fees.

Insurance: All third party groups must provide copies of their liability insurance policies, The Society must receive a Certificate from the third party's insurance company, naming the Society as an Insured.

All third parties will also agree to hold harmless, release and indemnify, University Unitarian Universalist Society, Inc., its board, officers, and all members and agents from any all claims, losses, damages, or lawsuits for damages, arising in any way, from, or related to the use of the Society's facility hereunder by the organization.

Alcohol: Non-alcoholic beverages and refreshments may be served.  

Smoking:  Smoking is not permitted. The Society is authorized to deny use of the facilities to any group, which violates Society policies and procedures.

Responsibility:  It shall be the responsibility of the Society member who recommended the use of the facilities to a specific group to both open the facility and to close the facility, including all lights and air conditioning. The sole exception shall be when a member, in writing, vouches for the integrity and responsibility of someone representing the third party.

Cleaning:  All third parties must agree to clean the area used immediately thereafter. A checklist will be provided.
